(ii) In most cases landowners managed to divide the land among relatives and 
others, including servants, in so-called ‘benami transfers’ – which allowed them to 
keep control over the land.  

(iii) In some places, some rich farmers actually divorced their wives (but continued to 
live with them) in order to avoid the provisions of the Land Ceiling Act, which allowed 
a separate share for unmarried women but not for wives.

Answer. (i) Mass media and communication channels are now bringing images of 
urban life styles and patterns of consumption into the rural areas. Consequently, 
urban norms and standards are becoming well known even in the remote villages, 
creating new desires and aspirations for consumption. 

(ii) Those who cannot find work (or sufficient work) in the rural areas go to the city in 
search of work. 

(iii) This flow of rural-to-urban migration has also been accelerated by the continuous 
decline of common property resources like ponds, forests and grazing lands.  

(iv) City may also be preferred for social reasons, especially the relative anonymity it 
offers. Urban life involves interaction with strangers can be an advantage for different 
reasons. 

(v) For the socially oppressed groups like the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled 
Tribes, this may offer some partial protection from the daily humiliation they may 
suffer in the village where everyone knows their caste identity.

In terms of positive characteristics, tribes have been classified according to 
certain traits. Explain the traits.

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Answer. Permanent Traits 

(i) On the basis of region- There are concentrations in certain regions. About 85% of 
the tribal population lives in ‘middle India. Of the remaining 15%, over 11% is in the 
North Eastern states, leaving only a little over 3% living in the rest of India. 

(ii) On the basis of ecological habitat- It includes hills, forests, rural plains and urban 
industrial areas. 

(iii) On the basis of language-Tribes are categorised into four categories. Two of 
them, Indo-Aryan and Dravidian, are shared by the rest of the Indian population as 
well, and tribes. The other two language groups, the Austric and Tibeto-Burman, are 
primarily spoken by tribals. 

(iv) On the basis of physical-racial terms- Tribes are classified under the Negrito, 
Australoid, Mongoloid, Dravidian and Aryan categories. 

(v) On the basis of size- Tribes vary a great deal, ranging from about seven million to 
some Andamanese islanders who may number less than a hundred persons. The 
biggest tribes are the Gonds, Bhils, Santhals, Oraons, Minas, Bodos and Mundas, all 
of whom are at least a million strong.

        (a) To facilitate the smooth functioning of its rule, colonialism introduced a    
wide array of changes in every sphere. Name and explain the changes in any 
two spheres. 

Answer. Legal Sphere- (i) It changed the very laws of the land. It changed not just 
land ownership laws but decided even what crops ought to be grown and what ought 
not to be.  

(ii) It meddled with the manufacturing sector. It altered the way production and 
distribution of goods took place.  

(iii) It entered into the forests. It cleared trees and started tea plantations. It brought in 
Forest Acts that changed the lives of pastoralists. 

Cultural Sphere- (i) Western education was introduced to create Indians who would 
manage British colonialism.

Answer. (i) Industrialisation refers to the emergence of machine production, based 
on the use of inanimate power resources like steam or electricity. 

(ii) Urbanisation- Cities replaced villages as places to live for many people.  

(iii) A prime feature of industrial societies today is that a large majority of the 
employed population work in factories, offices or shops rather than agriculture. 

(iv) British industrialisation led to deindustrialisation in some sectors. And decline of 
old urban centres. This period also saw the further decline of cities such as Surat and 
Masulipatnam while Bombay and Madras grew.  

(v) Coastal cities such as Mumbai, Kolkata and Chennai were favoured. From here 
primary commodities could be easily exported and manufactured goods could be 
cheaply imported. 

(vi) Over 90 per cent of people in the west live in towns and cities therefore, we 
usually associate urbanisation with industrialisation.

     Differentiate between stereotypes and discrimination. 

Answer.  

Stereotypes – 

(i) Prejudices are often grounded in stereotypes. They are fixed and inflexible 
characterisations of a group of people.  

(ii) Stereotypes are often applied to ethnic groups, racial groups and to women. 
stereotypes are partly colonial creations.  

(iii) Some communities were characterised as ‘martial races’, some others as 
effeminate or cowardly, yet others as untrustworthy.  

(iv) Stereotypes fix whole groups into single, homogenous categories; as they refuse 
to recognise the variation across individuals and across contexts or across time. 

Discrimination-  

(i) It refers to actual behaviour towards another group or individual.  

(ii) Discrimination can be seen in practices that disqualify members of one group from 
opportunities open to others as when a person is refused a job because of their 
gender or religion.  

(iii) Discrimination can be very hard to prove because it may not be open or explicitly 
stated.

      Critically examine the concept of Sanskritisation. 

 

Answer.  Sanskritisation as a concept has been critiqued at different levels. 

 (i) One, it has been criticised for exaggerating social mobility or the scope of ‘lower 
castes’ to move up the social ladder. For it leads to no structural change but only 
positional change of some individuals. 

(ii) Two, it has been pointed out that the ideology of sanskritisation accepts the ways 
of the ‘upper caste’ as superior and that of the ‘lower caste’ as inferior.  

(iii) Third, ‘sanskritisation’ seems to justify a model that rests on inequality and 
exclusion. It appears to suggest that to believe in pollution and purity of groups of 
people is justifiable or all right. 

(iv) Fourth, since sanskritisation results in the adoption of upper caste rites and rituals 
it leads to practices of secluding girls and women, adopting dowry practices instead 
of bride-price and practising caste discrimination against other groups, etc. 

(v)Fifth, the effect of such a trend is that the key characteristics of Dalit culture and 
society are eroded.

Answer. (i) Civil society is the name given to the broad arena which lies beyond the 
private domain of the family, but outside the domain of both state and market.  

(ii) Civil society is the non-state and non-market part of the public domain in which 
individuals get together voluntarily to create institutions and organisations.  

(iii) It is the sphere of active citizenship. individuals take up social issues, try to 
influence the state or make demands on it, pursue their collective interests, or seek 
support for a variety of causes. 

(iv) It includes political parties, media institutions, trade unions, non-governmental 
organisations (NGOs), religious organisations, and other kinds of collective entities.  

(v) The main criteria for inclusion in civil society are that the organisation should not 
be state-controlled, and it should not be a purely commercial profit-making entity. 

(vi) The issues taken up are diverse, ranging from tribal struggles for land rights, 
campaigns against rape and violence against women, rehabilitation of those 
displaced by dams and other developmental projects, primary education reform, 
distribution of land to Dalits etc.
