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5) A centralized administrative system was put in place and it formulated 

uniform laws for all citizen within its territory. 

6) Internal customs duties and dues were abolished and a uniform system of 

weight and measures were adopted.

4) The area under Rice cultivation went up (from 2,74,000 hectares in 1873 to 

2.2 million hectares in 1930).

 of its Rice production and became the third largest 

exporter of Rice in the world.

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22 The attitude of the Indian merchants and the industrialists towards the 

Civil Disobedience Movement was:

3) To organize business interest they formed the Indian Industrial and 

Commercial Congress (in 1920) and the Federation of Indian Chamber of 

Commerce and Industries - FICCI ( in 1927).
