Explain the added value product in the textile industry on the bases of 

above flowchart. 

(i) Cotton is harvested from cotton plants and processed to remove 

seeds and impurities. The raw fibre obtained is the initial stage of 

value addition. 

(ii) The raw cotton fibre is spun into yarns through various spinning 

techniques. It enhances the usability of cotton by making it 

suitable for weaving or knitting. 

(iii) The spun yarn is woven or knitted to create fabric. This step 

transforms the material into a more functional form, adding value 

by making it suitable for further processing. 

(iv) The fabric undergoes dyeing, printing, and finishing processes to 

improve its aesthetic appeal, durability, and texture. This increases 

the fabric's market value and makes it ready for garment 

production. 

(v) The finished fabric is cut and stitched into garments such as shirts, 

dresses, or jeans making it ready for consumers. 

(vi) Cotton industry, by creating demands supports many other 

industries, such as chemicals and dyes.

(Example: Pig iron 

is used for refining steel).
